3. CONTENT

The aim of the course is to introduce students to issues related to gender, identity and the body. In particular, placing the body
at the centre of theoretical debates and controversies about gender identities, sexuality, ethnicity, ethnicity and physical
capacity, and drawing on feminist, queer as well as social theory:

we examine the role of the body in regards to identity and representation

we focus on the ways in which literary representations of gendered bodies inscribe and expose social and cultural beliefs
about gender, sexuality, ethnicity, social class and (dis)ability

we approach the ways in which contemporary Greek literature represents the body.
We review key concepts and theories about:
identity,
gender,
sexuality.
We discuss basic concepts and theories about the body as a socio-cultural construction and as a site of ideological signification.
We explore the way in which literary texts portray specific representations of identity and otherness through the body:
The 'foreign' body
The body and sexuality
